I was teaching in a rural district – 4th and 5th grade combined classroom. 34 students. 16 boys, 18 girls. Standard practice was to read a book out loud and then to use it as the basis for writing. We did reading every Monday, Wednesday and Friday (as long as we were in school) and writing on Tuesday and Thursday. During the four months of this study, we read 4 books. I decided to look pay attention to the correlation between what kinds of books we were reading. I wanted to look at the clarity of writing and depth of writing. Both of these were scored on a standard 10 point rubric. The scores for writing were averaged for each of these two measures, so I had a score for clarity and a score for depth for each student for each book. The books we read were The Phantom Tollbooth (sept – oct), Sarah Plain and Tall (Nov – Jan), Johnny Tremain (Feb – April) , and Stuart Little (April – June).
